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It is almost 27 years since Robert was tragically killed whilst out training on the 21st July, 1991. He was just 24 years old. 

Those of you who knew him will remember how much cycling meant to him, it was his life. After his first road race at the 

age of 17 he became completely hooked to the sport. 

Robert was fortunate in achieving many of his cycling ambitions. He represented his country on numerous occasions at 

home and abroad in France, Belgium, Ireland, Netherlands and in 1989 he rode in the Tour of India. While he was there 

he had the privilege of meeting Rajiv Gandhi, is it not poignantly sad that the careers of these two young men came to 

such untimely ends less than two years later. 

To those of you who have ridden Roberts’ Memorial race before, welcome back and to those of you who are here for the 

first time, we hope that you will enjoy the racing and return again. Indeed we hope that you will enjoy the day for it is in 

this way that his family want Robert to be remembered. 

Previous winners include Welsh cyclists Matt Postle, Matt Beckett, Julian Winn, Anthony Malarczyk and Simon Bray along 

with English riders Mark Lovatt , Mark McKay, Jeremy Hunt and Phil Collins from Ireland. The 2014 winner was Poland's 

Marcin Białobłocki and Tom Baylis in 2015. 

On the 3rd June 2018, the finish will be on the recently refurbished Carmarthen Velodrome. The race will have a 'Tour of 

Flanders' feel with the 'bryniau' (Welsh word for hills / bergs) and a 'Roubaix' style velodrome finish. We aim to reward the

1. Race distance: 95.1 miles, 153 km. Neutralised Zone 4.6 miles, 7.4 km.  

2. All Junior riders must comply with the Junior Gear Limit specified by British Cycling Regulations.  The limit is 7.93 

metres per crank revolution – normally 52 x 14 (although tyre/wheel size can affect this).  There will be a gear check for all 

riders, immediately outside the race HQ, which you MUST pass BEFORE signing-on.  

3. All competitors must wear a hard helmet that meets the British standard.  

4. The race will be supported by X2 Neutral Service. All riders with Odd Numbers please supply front wheels, and Even 

Numbers, rear wheels. Please hand over wheels when signing on. BC Regulations allow the use of disc brakes for road 

racing in 2018. Riders should note that Neutral Service cars will not come equipped, as standard, with disc brake wheels, 

so riders using disc brakes must supply spare wheels when signing-on. PLEASE NOTE:  The race organisation will take 

reasonable steps to ensure that wheels are returned to the owners after the race, but due to the nature of the events 

during a cycle race, riders submitting wheels for use by Neutral Service are doing so at their own risk. The race 

organisation accepts no responsibility for, and will not be held liable for, any losses or damage that may occur. 

5. The designated Feed Zone is located at Llangathen Hill (road between B4300 and A40). Strictly no parking on this 

road. Parking available at Llangathen Village Hall (see map page 10). Feed is on each lap (X4). Other designated Feed 

Zone is on Gelli Aur / Golden Grove Climb (see page map page 10).  No feeding at other points on the course is allowed – 

there is no other suitable area – riders who do so will incur a penalty.  

6. We run the race with consent of the local community. Riders must NOT discard gel / energy bar wrappers onto the road 

and should only discard drinks bottles when passing through the feed zone. Please ensure that you and your supporters 

take your litter home.   

7. Parents / Team Managers / Spectators: please park with consideration for the safe progress of the race and other road 

users. Parking also available at Coleg Sir Gar Gelli Aur (See page 10 for map). This is approximately 100 metres from 

sprints area. No parking along road between B4300 and A40.   

8. Protection for riders and the race convoy is provided by motor cycle marshals and a team of static marshals together 

with Dyfed Powys Police for the run into the Velodrome. Riders: please ensure that you keep to the left-hand side of the 

road to allow the motomarshals to pass the peloton. If a moto marshal is behind you and sounding the horn, that means 

that he needs to overtake you to move ahead of the race. You must ensure that you move to the left-hand side of the 

course in a safe and controlled manner to allow the marshals to pass.  

9. PLEASE NOTE: Safety cover for riders to race is limited to when you are between the first lead car and the final vehicle 

in the race convoy – normally the First Aid vehicle.  If you are dropped from the bunch and fall behind the First Aid vehicle 

you are no longer in the zone of safety cover provided by the race marshals.  You cannot assume that marshals will be 

present at turns or junctions to indicate the way or stop traffic.  You must follow the normal rules of the road, follow the 

Highway Code and respect other road users when you are outside the protection of the race. It is your responsibility to 

follow the race route exactly. Riders may be stopped by Commissaire 3 on the approach into Carmarthen at the area 

where the race started.
