In the event of the Mayor, Deputy Mayor, or Chairman of either the General Purposes Committee or the Finance Committee being unavailable, the Town Sheriff and/or the other Committee Chairman referred to above be authorised to so act.

20.	APPEALS PROCEDURE

Appeals relating to disciplinary matters need to be considered by Members who are not members of the Management Committee, because the Appeals Committee has the power to hear appeals in relation to disciplinary action taken by the Management Committee.  

It was proposed by Cllr Arwel Lloyd, seconded by Cllr Reverend Tom Defis, and RESOLVED that for the Municipal Year 2016/17 the Appeals Committee will comprise all Members not serving on the Management Committee, and that the Appeals Committee has the power to hear appeals in relation to disciplinary action taken by the Management Committee.
